PREFACE: The sport of purebred dog competitive events dates prior to 1884, the 

year of AKC’s birth. Shared values of those involved in the sport include 

principles of sportsmanship. They are practiced in all sectors of our sport: 

conformation, performance and companion. Many believe that these principles 

of sportsmanship are the prime reason why our sport has thrived for over one 

hundred years. With the belief that it is useful to periodically articulate the 

fundamentals of our sport, this code is presented.  

 

• Sportsmen respect the history, traditions and integrity of the sport of purebred 

dogs.  

• Sportsmen commit themselves to values of fair play, honesty, courtesy, and 

vigorous competition, as well as winning and losing with grace.  

• Sportsmen refuse to compromise their commitment and obligation to the sport 

of purebred dogs by injecting personal advantage or consideration into their 

decisions or behavior.  

• The sportsman judge judges only on the merits of the dogs and considers no 

other factors.  

• The sportsman judge or exhibitor accepts constructive criticism.  

• The sportsman exhibitor declines to enter or exhibit under a judge where it 

might reasonably appear that the judge’s placements could be based on 

something other than the merits of the dogs.  

• The sportsman exhibitor refuses to compromise the impartiality of a judge.  

• The sportsman respects the AKC bylaws, rules, regulations and policies 

governing the sport of purebred dogs.  

• Sportsmen find that vigorous competition and civility are not inconsistent and 

are able to appreciate the merit of their competition and the effort of 

competitors. • Sportsmen welcome, encourage and support newcomers to the 

sport.  

• Sportsmen will deal fairly with all those who trade with them.  

• Sportsmen are willing to share honest and open appraisals of both the 

strengths and weaknesses of their breeding stock.  

• Sportsmen spurn any opportunity to take personal advantage of positions 

offered or bestowed upon them.  

• Sportsmen always consider as paramount the welfare of their dog.  

• Sportsmen refuse to embarrass the sport, the American Kennel 

Club, or themselves while taking part in the sport.  
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NOTICE TO EXHIBITORS 
Telegraph, Telephone (Except Dial-N-Entry®) and Unsigned Entries Cannot Be Accepted. Entries 

Not On Official AKC Entry Forms, Downloaded and/or Photocopies of Entry Forms without 

Agreement and Rules on the reverse side of the Official AKC Entry Form are NOT ACCEPTABLE. 

No entry shall be made and no entry shall be accepted which specifies any conditions as to its 

acceptance. Entries received without fees will not be accepted. Acknowledgement of entries will 

be made as soon as practicable. 

An AKC Recording Fee of $.50 and an AKC Event Service Fee of $3.00 will be required for each 

dog entered at any Licensed or Member Club Show,  Obedience Trial or Tracking Test. If a dog is 

entered in more than one class in one of these events, the AKC Recording Fee and Service Fee 

is collected on the first entry only. (AKC Rules Applying to Dog Shows, Chapter 11, Section 2. 

Entry Fees shall not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused by 

Veterinarian or Judge, or barred from competition by action of the Event Committee. If because 

of riots, wars, strikes, civil disturbances, national emergencies, health emergencies, and the 

dictates of law enforcement or of the owner(s) of the grounds and/or facilities or other acts 

beyond the control of the management it is impossible to open or to complete the event, no 

refund of entry fee will be made. Extreme weather conditions, such as, but not limited to snow 

storms, hurricanes, lightning, extreme heat, heavy rains, or other circumstances including, but 

not limited to, the condition of the facilities or grounds and/or the ingress and egress from the 

grounds, must be considered for the health and safety of the dogs, exhibitors and spectators. 

The well-being of dogs, exhibitors and spectators is of paramount importance and, in the event 

it is necessary to cancel or stop the event before completion, no refund of entry fee will be 

made. 

Post Dated Checks, Returned Checks and Declined Credit Cards do not constitute a valid entry 

fee. The Show Secretary will add a collection fee to the amount of each returned check or 

declined card. Subsequent returned checks or declined cards from the same exhibitors may 

result in their being put on a CASH ONLY basis. 

No Refund for Duplicate Entries. Every effort to find all duplicate entries will be made; however, 

if entry has been processed, no refund will be made. 

Errors on Entry Blanks. Owners are responsible for errors in making out entry  forms, 

whomever may make such errors, and no entry fee will be refunded in event of such errors or 

cancellation of entries after the published closing date. 

Each Owner and Agent listed on the entry form and/or individual responsible for the dog at a 

show is bound by the Certification and Agreement on the front and back of the entry form 

regardless of who may have completed & submitted the entry form. 

Dogs May Arrive any time prior to their scheduled time of judging. Dogs not required for further 

judging will be excused.  Judges Will Not Wait for Any Dog Holding Up a Class. Owners or agents 

alone are responsible for the presence of their dogs in the judging ring when their classes are 

called to be judged. All Dogs Present must be held on leash or confined to their crates except 

when being judged or when in the exercising ring. 

No gasoline or diesel generators are permitted inside any building or within 100 feet of any tent 

in which this dog show is conducted. 

In the event that it becomes necessary to rescue an animal from a parked car on the show 

grounds or in the parking areas immediately surrounding the show grounds, the club will not be 

held liable for any damages incurred a result of rescuing the animal(s).  Furthermore, if the 

rescue has to be performed by virtue of negligence, the owner, agent or any other person 

responsible for the rescued animal WILL be subjected to an Event Committee Hearing as 

approved by the rules of the AKC.  
Exhibitors should follow their veterinarian’s recommendations to assure their dogs are free of 

internal or external parasites, and communicable diseases, and have appropriate vaccinations.

(Neutered dogs and spayed bitches may be entered in these classes) 

 

Stud Dog Class – For Stud Dogs and two of their Get.  Stud Dogs must be entered in 

the Stud Dog Class and must be shown in the ring with their Get.  Owner of Stud Dog 

need not necessarily be owner of Get.  Get only to be judged based on the merits of the 

Get.  Get MUST be entered in one of the Regular Classes.  While the merits of the Stud 

Dog are not to be considered in the placement of the entry, the Stud Dog must be 

examined to determine if it has a condition that would require disqualification or 

excusal under the Dog Show Rules, AKC policy or the standard for its breed.  A 

castrated male may be entered as Stud Dog in the Stud Dog Class. 
 

Brood Bitch Class – The same as Stud Dog except substitute Brood Bitch for Stud 

Dog & Produce for Get.  A spayed bitch may be entered as Brood Bitch in the Brood 

Bitch Class. 

As the judges’ decision in the Stud Dog and Brood Bitch classes will be based on the 

merits of more than one dog or bitch, no one of the dogs or bitches making up the entry 

judged first in the class will be eligible for Best of Breed or Variety by virtue of having 

won this class.   

 

Award of Merit :  At the discretion of the judge up to 10% of Best of Breed Competition 

may be awarded an Award of Merit. This excludes Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex to 

Best of Breed, Winners Dog & Winners Bitch who have already been recognized
